We have selected key Bible passages that focus on God’s love, salva-
tion, prayer, obedience, and praise. It is our hope that you and your 
child can work together as a family to memorize Scripture.

out 2 Timothy 2:15, “Do your best to present yourself to God as one 
approved, a workman who does not need to be ashamed and who 
correctly handles the Word of God.”

and that God may richly bless your family as you study together.



GETTING STARTED 

WANT TO EARN A MEDAL?

Verses are assigned weekly for the children and the parents to work on 
together. These verses must be recited on the date they are assigned to 

receive credit. If you are going to be absent, you can make up the verse 
up to two weeks late. If you recite all the weekly verses, you will be 

rewarded with a ribbon at the end of the year. 

Children who recite weekly verses will earn $20 Kids Cash. If parents 
recite the weekly verse, children will earn an additional $10 Kids Cash. 

Bonus passages add an extra challenge to the Swordsman’s Club. Chil-
dren who complete the weekly verses, in addition to the bonus passag-
es, will be honored during our medal ceremony in the Main Sanctuary. 
They will also receive a medal and a celebration. Children can recite 
bonus passages any Sunday throughout the year. All Bonus passages 
must be completed by April 27th. Children will earn $30 Kids Cash for 

every completed bonus passage.
